Candidate Forum, March 6, 2007

Location: Beth Shalom Synagogue—Corner of Belcher Road and Harn Blvd. 
Sponsored by the Morningside-Meadows Homeowners Association.  
The candidates, Norma Carlough and  Paul Gibson who will be discussing the city budget, the 
boat slip project, beach development and reclaimed water. 
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Minutes of the February 6 Meeting 

The CNC meeting started with a power point presentation by Mayor Hibbard on the proposed boat slips on the down 
town waterfront. The estimated cost is $11 million If passed on the March 13th election these are some of things it 
would include.  
1. 129-140 public boat slips 
2.  Over 1700' of overnight side-tie mooring for visitors 
3.  Over 800' of free side-tie mooring for daytime visits & special events 
4.   Renovations to Drew St. Pier building for restrooms, showers, security office  
       and laundry 
5.   Parking improvements and landscaping 
6.   Landing for ferry service to the beach, and commercial pickup/drop-off 
 
Payment for it will come from a 20 year bond, with revenues from slip rentals paying the majority of it's cost. 
 
$50,000 annually for 10 years from the Clearwater Downtown Development Board and a $500,000 
contribution from the city's Community Redevelopment Agency.  
 
The city has also applied for 1.2 million state/federal grant and will pursue additional grant opportunities. 
 
The business meeting was called to order at 8:22 pm. 
Minutes were approved for last month's meeting, and the Treasures report was also approved. There was 
no new correspondence. 
 
Old Business 
Discussion of the upcoming conference, 3 panel members already made verbal commitments. It was suggested that 
registration be put on the city website. 
 
Ric Ortega attended Pinellas Living Green meeting and suggested that CNC become involved. Pinellas Living Green 
Expo (PLGE) members invited CNC membership to attend the January 23, 2007 Steering Committee meeting to learn 
about the groups efforts and to consider joining. Saundra Curry, former CNC President, was previously in-
volved. The group originally formed by CONA (St. Petersburg Coalition of Neighborhoods Association) is a county 
wide group and members are reaching out in this effort. Ric Ortega volunteered to attend and reported that the group 
efforts were genuine towards providing an informative venue based on spreading the word on environmentally friendly 
products and strategies (visit www.pinellaslivinggreenexpo.org to learn more). The first event was quite successful and 
drew in about 5,000 visitors, this year will be the 2nd annual event. The 3rd Annual event in 2008 is set to be held in 
Clearwater at the Harborview Center. Doug Williams will join Ric and attend the next PLGE meeting set for March 
20th and a future CNC discussion will decide if our members will join the PLGE steering committee. 

New Business 
 
Joe asked for ideas for the quarterly seminar or interactive work session. 
 
Morningside-Meadows sent a letter to The City of Clearwater regarding the "Availability Fee" for Reclaimed Water. 
The Board voted to oppose the removal of this exemption for well owners, should the city staff recommend the exemp-
tion be removed. 
 
Morningside is having a Candidate Forum March 7th for the upcoming election, and invited CNC to be a co-sponsor. 
 
CNC voted it's support to continue Penny for Pinellas. Joe also asked if CNC wanted to send a letter of support for the 
Boat slips. Members said they would have to take the question back to their Associations before they could take a stand 
on the issue.
